 A few words from our Principal Continued 
Before School Supervision 
The Department of Education requires schools to regularly remind parents and  carers of 
supervision arrangements for students prior to the school day.  
The school's supervision roster starts from 8.30 am. There is no staff available to ensure 
the safety of children in the playground prior to that time. Staff who voluntarily arrive at 
work prior to 8:30am, are often involved in staff meetings, lessons preparations, phoning 
parents, parent meetings and programing and therefore are not available to provide 
supervision to students. 
Parents and carers need to understand that you remain legally responsible for the child 
prior to 8.30 am when supervision begins. 
I would therefore ask that you ensure that your child is not left unsupervised at the 
school before 8.30 am. 
If your child walks to school, please ensure that they arrive at school no earlier than 
8:30am.
