During this term our primary students have been involved in a new initiative called ‘R4CTripleS’. This project 

focuses on teaching and learning strategies which assist students improve their reading comprehension skills. 

These specific strategies are extremely important enabling students to learn how to connect and evaluate ideas in 

texts, interpret, integrate critique, infer and analyse information to establish a clear understanding of what they 

have read or viewed.  

The ‘R4CTripleS’ project focuses 

on teaching and learning the 

‘Super Six Strategies’ for 

Comprehension which are 

wrapped up in the 4C’s 

(CommunicaƟon, CollaboraƟon, 

CriƟcal thinking and CreaƟvity) 

which are known as the 21st 

Century skills, hence the project 

heading and poster. These 

posters are displayed in all 

primary classrooms. 

 

The Super Six Strategies 

During the first 5 weeks of this term our students have been engaged in the first Cycle of Learning using the 

strategies. Every 5 weeks a new strategy will be implemented. Our students have already completed the first 

cycle focusing on Strategy 1: Making Connections.  

The students had learned how to make personal 

connections from texts with something in their life (text to 

self), from one text to another (text to text) or with 

something occurring in the world (text to world).   

When reading try these beginnings to make connections: 

 This story reminds of … 

 This character has the same problems as …            

 I saw a program on television that are similar to …  

Mrs Passfield 
explaining how to 
use the ‘making 

connections’ strategy 
during reading in 4P. 

Harry clearly  
explained his ‘text 

to self’ ‘text to text’ 
and ‘text to world’  

to his class. 

Students are asked to use these strategies 
whenever they are reading at home. Please ask 

your child to explain the strategies to you. 
Next term Strategy 3- Questioning 

Currently Primary classes are working on Strategy 2: 

Predicting. Students are learning to use information from 

graphics, text and experiences to anticipate what will be 

read/ viewed or heard and to actively adjust 

comprehension while reading / viewing or listening. 

 

Try answering the questions when reading.  
What do I think will happen next? 

What words/images do I expect to see or hear in this text? 

What might happen next?  

Why do I think that?  

What helped me make that prediction?
